DARWIN CHORALE INC.

The Darwin Chorale is a versatile vocal ensemble. The Chorale has a wide repertoire and
performs regularly. Tonight's opportunity to perform with the Alice Springs Choral Society and
other talented musicians from Alice Springs has been almosl a year in the making.

During this 25 anniversary year, the Darwin Chorale, has undertaken an Easter concert in Darwin
featuring the work of Paul McCartney, Ecce Cor Meum. Later in the year we took to the stage with
a very modem take of HMS Pinafore. The Chorale has shared several concerts with touring
choirs, the Sydney Pilgrim Choir and the Brunswick Women's Choir at Fred's Pass.

Since its incepfion when the Bach St. John Passion was performed in very hot conditions at the
Christ Church Anglican Cathedral in Darwin, it has taken on stage shows, cabaret shows as well as
classical favourites. In 2008 it combined with 2 choirs from East Timor and performed at the
Darwin Festival as Cantar Timor. Last Saturday night the Chorale combined with the Darwin

Symphony Orchestra to perform an orchestral version of Carmina Burana. It was a fantastic
SUCCESS.

The Chorale meets each Wednesday at the School of Music Northem Territory University at 7.15
pm. New members are always welcome.

NORA LEWIS - Conductor

Nora was bom in India and began piano tuition at boarding school there. After migrating to New
Zealand she continued music studies at Auckland University where she was invited to audition for
the 50-Voice New Zealand Dorian Choir, conducted by Professor Peter Godfrey. She sang with
the choir for 10 years, touring twice to England and Europe for international choral festivals.

In Darwin since 1978, Nora has been heavily involved in music in schools and the community. She
is now the Principal for the Northem Territory Music School and is Musical Director of “The Beat".
In 2001 Nora was Musical Director of Les Misérables for Superstar Productions, and in March 2003
received the Chief Minister's “Women's Achievement Award” for services fo music in the
community.

Nora was appointed Musical Director of the Darwin Chorale in 2001 and has lead the Darwin
Chorale through many musical genres amongst which are the highly successful African Sanctus,
Romancero Guitano with internationally acclaimed guitarist Craig Ogden and more recently the
choir exchange with choirs from East Timor and Darwin collectively known as Cantar Timor.

In 2005 at the request of the Darwin Chorale Nora composed the Savannah Suite a compilation of
poetry of Des Fishlock, Henry Lawson, Oodergoo Noonuccal and some lyrics of her own
compositon for performance at the Darwin International Guitar Festival in the same year.
